AND SUBSTANCE USE
DURING COVID-19

Spotlight on Canadian Households with Young Children

Since the COVID-19 pandemic began, many people are reporting
mental health and substance use concerns. According to recent surveys

conducted by Leger on behalf of the Canadian Centre on Substance Use and
Addiction and the Mental Health Commission of Canada, these concerns are
greater among females in households with young children (< 13 years).

Self-reported mental health and substance use
concerns among households with young children
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! Problematic alcohol or cannabis use refers to a pattern of use that might affect a person’s health and safety, and increase the risk of other problems
related to alcohol or cannabis use.

2 The Canadian Community Health Survey - Mental Health used the World Health Organization, Composite International Diagnostic Interview 3.0, to
classify people with select mental or substance use disorders. This standardized instrument is typically used to assess mental disorders in population
surveys, according to the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders (DSM-1V) criteria.
